Newf's Tr ek Touches Many
and Jerry felt sure she had been
abducted because wandering was
just not her style.  Despite this
fear, they did what any dog lover
would do; they contacted vets,
posted flyers, alerted authorities,
and crisscrossed their rural area
on horseback and ATV searching
and calling for their beloved Newf.

Local dog people were alerted and
I received an email from a Border
person in my kennel club, asking
that I spread the word.  I posted
her disappearance on Newf.Net
and Newf-L.  Our Newf commu-
nity, still reeling from the loss of
Johnny in Chicago, immediately
took hold.  Prayers, well wishes,
and advice poured in.  I could hear
the breath-holding and feel the

turmoil through the computer
screen each time I logged on
during the week she was gone.

When news was posted that she'd
been found, the resounding sigh of
relief quickly turned to horror as
we learned the details of her
plight.  Chelsea had somehow
landed herself in the middle of
muck-filled cow pond where she
remained entrapped until two out-
of-town hunters discovered her.
This Newf, who had now become
ours, was starved, dehydrated, and
near death.  The arrival of these
angels must have stirred a force
inside her, such that she was able
to endure yet more pain during the
hours it took to extricate her from
that prison.

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The emergency vet office was
where she went, and it was there
that she was reunited with Pennie.
By proxy, Newf.Net was kept
abreast of her progress.  Newfie
people from around the world
anxiously awaited any news:  we
worried about her internal organs,
we worried about the effects of
parasites, we wor-
ried about her lack
of mobility, and we
wept when we saw
the horrifying images
of her ordeal.
Prayers, positive
thoughts, and words
of encouragement
flowed, and we were
thrilled that her iron
will had prevailed
and she was going
home!  Again, the
computer exuded
another human
emotion: elation.

Every day, snail mail
brought cards and
gifts to aid in her
recovery.  Toys, pig
ears, coats, stuffed animals,
slings, and special treats sur-
rounded her.  Our girl was on the
mend and all was well in Ken-
tucky and Cyberspace!

Unfortunately, it did not last for
very long.  A week after being
back home by the warm fire and
doted on by her people, Chelsea
left.  Pennie, Jerry, and Chelsea's
NN family were devastated.  The
mailman now brought a different
kind of correspondence.

Even before her exodus to the
Rainbow Bridge, there were

musings about the men who saved
her.  These outdoorsmen chose to
forego their plans to venture into a
smelly pit and help an animal they
did not know.  They feverishly dug
for an hour and a half to free her
from the mud, using every means
they could, before the authorities
were called in to assist.  They
insisted that she not be euthanized

and that efforts to find her owners
be made.  These were no ordinary
men.  Many on NN referred to
them as angels,  and the sentiment
to thank them was strong.  Singly,
cards of thanks and gifts were sent
their way.  Collectively, donations
were taken up and ideas about how
to honor them were discussed.

In the end, the Lieutenant Governor
of Kentucky presented our heroes,
George, Jr., and George Stakelin,
Sr., with a heart-felt letter about the
dog they had saved, plaques, and
gift certificates secured by NN

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donations.  Many nearby New-
foundlands and the people they own
attended the ceremony to honor
these selfless men who had helped
one of their brethren.
Chelsea was there in spirit as was
her NN family.  This strong-willed
girl with an indomitable spirit had
tightly pulled a ribbon around a
global community of Newf lovers.

The maneuvering course was
created using the natural, sloping terrain near the Lily Lake Shelter.
After a lunch break, it was time for the last parts of the test.  With our
Halloween-themed intriguing distraction in place, the freight hauls
went out and returned with little incident.  In general, the dogs moved
through the test with few problems.  At the end of the day, there were
five new titles and two re-qualified titles.

Favorite Dog Bones
submitted by Mary Broihier, Water’s Edge Newfs, (Stolen from James Beard’s Bread Cookbook and adapted)

Preheat oven to 300 degrees F.  In a very large mixing bowl, combine:

4 c. unbleached white flour 2 c. unbleached whole wheat flour
2 c. Bulgur (Cracked Wheat) 1 c. Rye Flour
1 c. Corn Meal ½ c. Instant Nonfat Dry Milk powder
1 tsp salt 1 tsp garlic powder (this is what makes them really like them!)

Mix dry ingredients well, set aside.  In another smaller bowl mix together the liquid ingredients.

1 package of dry yeast dissolved in ¼ c. warm water
1 egg beaten with 1 tbsp. milk
3 c. slightly warmed beef or chicken broth

Add liquid ingredients to the dry ingredients and mix as much as possible with a wooden spoon.  You will soon see that
this becomes impossible, so…  Turn out mixture onto a lightly floured surface and knead well for 3 minutes.  Gets
kind of messy!  If too dry or too wet, adjust with either white flour on surface or with a few sprinkles of water. Roll
out immediately to ¼” thickness. Do not store the dough or cool it because it turns into a huge rock.  Do not make
cookies too thick or they will not bake well.  Cut out shapes with favorite dog cookie shape.  Place cookies on a non-
stick baking sheet and bake for 45 minutes.
Let cool a few minutes, then loosen from cookie sheet and let dry completely, ideally overnight in oven.
(They will be hard, which is good for teeth, but even a puppy can chew them.)

IMPORTANT: Try to keep dogs from eating every biscuit within 24 hours of baking. These dog cookies need to be
stored in either the refrigerator or freezer.  There are no preservatives and they can mold if just kept in a container for
more than a day or two.

The 2008 year was the busiest
year ever for SCNC's rescue
program, as we adopted out
thirty-nine Newfoundlands and
two Newf mixes through our
rescue program. This number is
an increase from just fourteen in
2007, and is a direct reflection of
the economy turning sour and the
subsequent negative effect on
peoples' lifestyles and their abili-
ties to take care of their pets.
Rescue volunteers fielded con-
stant telephone calls and e-mails
from people desperately seeking
homes for their dogs and gave
advice on how to curb behavior
problems so that dogs wouldn't
end up in rescue.

Despite the huge influx of Newfs
coming into rescue, SCNC rescue
remained in the black in 2008 due
to the compassion of our member-
ship and our outstanding support
system of foster homes, home
check people, transporters,
donors, volunteers who answered

the phone calls and e-mails, and
veterinary clinics and boarding
facilities that reduced fees. Of our
twenty-five females and sixteen
males, five needed heart worm
treatment, twenty four needed spay/
neutered, three needed entropian
surgery, and four needed thyroid
treatment (an overwhelming major-
ity needed basic vaccinations as
well). A special Thank You to the
Newfoundland Club of America,
who contributed financial support,
and to Kathryn Rowland of Michi-
gan Newfoundland Rescue who
was extremely helpful during
especially busy times taking in dogs
with which we needed help.
SCNC rescue continued to be very
busy during the last quarter of the
year.  Shiloh, a lovely Landseer girl
under a year old, was sprung from a
shelter in Lafayette, Indiana.  Cur-
rently being fostered by Leslie
Harris and family, Shiloh is a very
active, happy girl.  We are pleased
to note that she is being adopted by
current SCNC member David
Lawrence and family. Simon, a
black 4-year-old male from Ohio, is
being taken care of by Ken and
Karen Dunaway.  Simon needed
some training and socializing, and
the Dunaways are doing a fine job
of getting him ready for his forever
family.  Ben and Molly, two black
4-year-olds, are being fostered by
Nancy Knox.  We are trying to
place them together as we feel it is
best for them.  Max is a 2-year-old
male from Ohio who came into
rescue with a torn cruciate liga-
ment.  Max will have surgery
shortly so that he can get back on
his feet and on to his forever home.
Pete and Amy Moller are Max's
caretakers and will help him on his

long road to recovery.  We thank
them for taking on a special needs
rescue.

SCNC placed several rescues
recently.  Teddy Bear, the senior
Newfoundland with allergies who
was fostered by Pete and Amy
Moller, was adopted by longtime
SCNC members Dick and Shirley
Mittendorf.  Rudy, a Newfound-
land from Indianapolis Animal
Control, was a handsome young
boy, fostered by Heather Bacher
and family. Kelly Davis conducted
the home check, and Rudy was
adopted by a couple looking for
just the right Newf!  Gertie, a
senior at 8 years "young," was
fostered by Kathy and Ron
Barnard.  Former SCNC member
Cheryl Reed, now in Oklahoma,
did the home check for us, and
Gertie is now happily enjoying
her new home down south.

At the Annual Meeting in
February, SCNC rescue will have
many modern and antique items
from SCNC member Donna
Stahelin’s expansive collection of
Newfoundland memorabilia for
sale.  Please consider purchasing
some to add to your collection
and to help support rescue!

What does 2009 hold for SCNC
rescue?  We can only guess, but
with the poor economic forecast
it looks as though we will have
another challenging year.
