June 4, 2006

President’s Report

Leslie opened the meeting with the announcement that Randy Cassady has resigned his position as club Treasurer.  Randy noted life changes and hectic schedule were keeping him from adequately fulfilling the responsibilities of the position.  Leslie asked if there were volunteers for this position.  It was stated that Mary Broihier has volunteered to step in and fill the vacancy.  Randy’s status with the board was discussed.  Randy could remain on the board as a Member-at-Large only if the Treasurer position was filled by another board member.  The maximum allowable number of seats on the board is 8.  Since the position is being filled by a member outside the board, Randy cannot remain on the board, as this would create more members on the board than allowed by the club bylaws.  Randy noted he wants to do what’s best for the club and is fully welcome to continue to attend board meetings and provide input.  Virginia Davis motioned to accept Randy’s resignation from his position as Treasurer and the addition of Mary Broihier as both a new board member and club Treasurer.  Leslie seconded.  Unanimously passed.
Secretary’s Report

A log of all correspondence was passed out to the board members for review.  This log contained all email correspondence that had taken place, both inside and outside the board, since our last meeting of 4/9.  Much of the content focused on the discussion of a possible SCNC shared Regional in Milwaukee, WI for 2007.  Also noted were the recent input regarding the Breeder’s List by our membership.  The Code of Sportsmanship presented by the AKC will be printed in the newsletter and on our website.  Jim Railing noted he will be one of two sponsors for Ernie Vargo as a new member to the club and states Mr. Vargo will make a very valuable contribution as a member.  The minutes from the 4/9/2006 meeting were distributed to the board for review.  Tammy noted a few changes be made to these minutes in order to streamline the content, particularly the future steps we need to pursue regarding the awards policy as presented by Robin.  Robin motioned to accept the minutes as amended.  Terry seconded. Passed.
Treasurer’s Report

Randy distributed an income statement for 2005 and year-to-date for 2006.  Randy noted no income from the draft test from last year.  Nothing was deposited and Randy doesn’t recall receiving any funds.  He did note that it was a small number of entries.   Randy noted receiving $251 in January related to the draft.  Jim recalls that there were expenses and income showing for the draft during a review of the finances with Randy in a February 2006 audit between Randy, Jim and Virginia.  Randy also discussed a returned check of $427 from a member related to a club event.  The check was deposited in February and returned in March.  Randy will contact the board if he’s been unable to deposit the funds into the account.  Leslie asked to solidify a timetable.  By 6/13 Randy will contact Leslie to notify her of status of check.  Jim motioned to accept the Treasurer’s report subject to some possible further questions.  Virginia seconded.  Passed.

Unfinished Business:

Leslie noted that due to time, the board may need to table some of the topics for discussion until the next board meeting.  The board will review the most important topics:

· Vote on the budget

· Breeder’s list 

· Vote on new members mentioned in the newsletter

· Mary Broihier – Water Test

· Vacant committee chairs

Budget

Leslie asked for a motion to accept the budget as presented at the 4/9 meeting.  Virginia motioned to accept the 4/9 budget.  Jim seconded the motion.  Passed.

Vote on new members

Leslie noted a lag in getting new members voted into the club.  Leslie read the list of names of new applicants from the January newsletter:  Daniel & Nancy Fell, Connie & Barry Younggreen.  Also, from a previous newsletter, Melanie Champion.  Leslie noted some previous issues on paperwork for the Wades and they must be included in the membership.   Robin will get their names forwarded to Amanda Freadreacca to publish in the next newsletter.  Robin also noted another Newf owner from her obedience class needed to know their membership status.  Leslie noted we should ask for a copy of the cancelled check and copy of the application.  Randy noted receiving something in mid to late May but that was the last paperwork he received.  Leslie asked for a motion to accept the new members to the club.  Randy motioned to accept the new members.  Robin seconded.  Passed.  Welcome new members!

SCNC /NCNC Discussion

Leslie opened floor for discussion regarding the April 18th inquiry into a shared SCNC/NCNC sponsored regional.  Lack of manpower seems to be a concern.  Virginia noted that it would be a difficult task to get membership volunteers to drive 5 hours and spend money for a hotel in order to work for a day at the show.  The only benefit would be for those showing.  Randy noted that this regional would likely cost us money rather than make money.  Terry noted he doesn’t think we have the personnel to go up to Wisconsin and help out with 4-5 of our own people for three days.  The board noted that this regional comes right on the heels of our own Indy show.  Randy motioned that we email Co-Chair Joan Gunn and inform her of our intent to respectfully decline the invite to co-sponsor an SCNC/NCNC regional due to manpower concerns.  Terry noted we appreciate the opportunity and seconded the motion.  Leslie will email Joan this evening to inform her of our intent and thank her for thinking of us and answering our questions. Passed. 

Mary Broihier – Water Test

Mary noted we will scale back this year on the fundraising efforts related to the Water Test and focus on the testing itself.  Mary noted we will explore having Squealers cater the event.  Getting volunteers is very hectic and the $15 per head is very reasonable.  The banquet will be at the 86th street location and J.C. will negotiate getting a price break with them if they are available due to our non-profit status.  Mary is preparing the Water Test budget and working off the 2002 budget.  Mary needs to get access to last year’s budget.   Randy has noted both he and his wife will be there and help in whatever capacity possible.  Mary reiterated that the Water Test will focus on the testing itself and feels that the event should not have to make up for other fundraising gaps.  T-shirts with the Water Test logo will probably be the extent of any promotional type items.  Check with Tammy Taskey regarding how many shirts to order.  A pre-order for shirts can be printed in the July newsletter.  Mary mentions that we will have a silent auction of donated items at the bar-b-que.

Breeder’s List

Leslie noted that this issue has not generated much commentary from the membership.  Leslie feels there has been ample time for commentary on this from the club membership.  The board feels comfortable moving forward with a vote on the breeder’s list.  The points up for vote are:

1. Do we keep the breeder’s list as it currently stands, which is to use the NCA breeder’s list as our club list?

2. Do we work to put in place a new policy? (we would need to construct AND administer a new policy)

Virginia notes we should stay with the current policy due to manpower issues.  Leslie would like to thank the Wingfields, among others, for taking the time to email her their thoughts and concerns regarding this issue.  Leslie noted that if we have breeders going to NCA events and reaping the benefits of ribbons and awards from such NCA events, then we should be using the NCA breeders list.  Randy discussed allowing members of our club who have litters to have the minimum amount of information about those litters published in our newsletter at no cost.  Was this part of past policy?    Jim noted manpower issues as well but stated we should look out for the interests of members in good standing who are trying to do a good job and produce good litters and we need to support them even if they are not on the NCA list.  Manpower and administrative efforts are a concern in trying to support these folks.  Tammy noted that at the time this question came to the table, we have always referred any inquiries to the NCA breeder’s list coupled with our own SCNC website that encourages new potential puppy owners to become members of the club and be mentored through this process.  Tammy felt there was a disconnect in the message to potential applicants.   Randy made a motion that we use the NCA breeder’s list as THE referral and to encourage people to contact us and attend SCNC events to meet breeders at these events and view their dogs who are within the club.  Leslie seconded.   A vote was taken by the board.  Unanimously passed.

President’s Report

Leslie opened the meeting with a comment upon the success of today’s Water Test.  Thanks to Mary Broihier for coordination of a great event.  Minutes from the June 4th board meeting were distributed to the board members for review.  Virginia Davis motioned to accept the minutes from the 6/4 meeting.  Mary  seconded.  Leslie commented that several new people came to the Water Test to apply for new membership today.  Leslie asked for a discussion on Rescue.  Virginia took in two newfs privately (King and Koda) and has placed one.  Both have good temperaments.  Mary took in a rescue named Shelby.  Looking to have him placed.  A discussion involved communication with Rescue.  There may be a limited availability of foster homes.  Leslie made a motion to go into Executive Session and Mary seconded.  We are possibly experiencing increased activity with Rescue due to several other regional clubs no longer doing rescue.  The board is available to help increase the support of our Rescue and facilitate their efforts.  

Secretary’s Report

A log of all correspondence was passed out to the board members for review.  This log contained all email correspondence that had taken place, both inside and outside the board, since our last meeting of 6/4 through 8/18.  The NCA website now has a searchable calendar for events for regional clubs.   
Treasurer’s Report

Mary will have a treasurer’s report available in the next 2 weeks.  Things are under control and we have been putting a lot of money out.  We have spent $1,100 on shirts recently.

Unfinished Business:

· Award’s policy – we will attempt to have in-depth discussion regarding this topic during the Oct 8th board meeting.  NCA added awards for Rally and Agility during the past year.

· Vacant Committee Chairs – Kathy Barnard is now doing Membership for the club.  The process for new members used to involve having the treasurer forward the names to the Membership Chair and the Newsletter Editor.  Leslie will take on the task of trying to gather all existing names from the transition between treasurers and get them into the newsletter so that they can be voted on during the Oct 8th meeting.  Tammy suggests that the new members then receive a membership directory from Kathy.  Kathy will be in charge of gathering all new member info from this point forward.

New Business:

Nominating Committee

It is time to form the annual nominating committee for board positions.  Deadline is by September 1st.  One board member can be on the nominating committee.  Leslie does not think she will be running again for President due to personal commitments.  Each board member was asked to gauge whether they would like to serve again.  Robin made a motion to nominate Leslie as the nominating committee chair along with the list of names suggested during discussion to serve on that committee.  Mary seconded.  Motion passed. Leslie will select the other names for the committee.
Regional

The board discussed our sponsorship of a regional show in February 2007 (Hoosier Winter Show).  Chris Rakyta spoke with Kevin Allen regarding the show.  The show will be going to a 4 day event next year.  The show will give $5 per dog for regional specialty.  There will no longer be money back for supported entry.  They want everyone to go to a regional specialty.  Mid-September is the deadline for filing the forms with NCA for sponsoring a regional.  We would support 7 trophies per day and they would give back $5 per dog.  We would need to find out whether we want to support a regional specialty when we don’t know the judges very well.  Chris mentioned that she wants to do something nice for a regional specialty but we need to work on it a minimum of 6th months in advance rather than feel rushed and thrown together at the last minute.  Chris acknowledges that she would be nervous about the timing of this show and that it is just a glorified supported entry.  The regional specialty can be anything from just sponsoring the trophies to a full-blown show with awards, banquets, auctions, etc.  Tammy has volunteered to transition the supported entry coordinator from Chris Rakyta for future regionals.  Leslie motions that we pursue a supported regional possibly in 2008 but not for 2007.  Robin seconded.  Motion passed.   Chris made a further motion that we support the Saturday entry at the Hoosier Kennel Club, one day only this year for 2007.  Mary seconded this.  Motion passed.  The club will not be getting a rebate and the board understands this.  

Robin noted that several sources can contribute to trophy donation.  

Non-Profit Status & Insurance

Mary will investigate the club’s not-for-profit status with the state and will report back.   Mary is also currently discussing our club insurance with the agent and an update will be given back to the board.  The board discussed our system of checks and balances so that important club tasks and deadlines are accomplished by given dates.

The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned.

The Boys
The call from an All Breed Rescue came through at lunchtime on a busy day, “There are 2 brothers in Indy named Koda and King that need help, can you help them?”  Between bites of food I get more details.   “No veterinary care ever”... “great” I think as I am already stressed over the parvo dog currently undergoing treatment in the clinic.  A good hearted woman took them from a bad situation, with permission, and set upon finding them a better life.  Who could say no?

Kelly confirmed they are 2 year old Newfs and later tells me what incredibly nice boys they are.  I go the next day to meet two of the gentlest Newfs I have ever met and one of the worst ears I have ever seen.  Three days later we have them on a private release, settling into our clinic’s life.  Their needs were many: neutering, entropian, heartworm disease, skin issues, and a massive ear infection.  Plus routine stuff, like vaccines, fleas and worming.  
The Boys are the quintessential picture of what a Newfie temperament should be; I was constantly floored by how accepting and receptive they were.  I knew I was in trouble.  Everyone felt this way about them, there was just something special about them.  
Three weeks later a much healthier Koda left with his new family.  I cried as I watched him go but knew what joy he was bringing to them.  I had watched him play with them in our clinic’s backyard.  I saw how proud he was with them; how happy they looked.  I knew he found his home.  

King AKA Sirius is still with us finishing his heartworm treatment, and then later in the month will go to his family.  Again, I have seen his joy with them; I saw their joy in him.  I can say these guys are lucky (which they are) but in truth it is the new families that are the lucky ones.  

I am thankful to the Madden Family of Lafayette, IN and the Harris Family of Dayton, OH for giving their hearts and homes to these boys.  We look forward to many years of friendship with them.
We are beyond words in debt to the generosity of Dr Richard Kohlmann, Karen and the entire staff of Westfield Veterinary Care for the love and care they gave The Boys.  Without them this could never have been done.

The Boys were released, cared for and funded privately.  It is our way of giving back to the breed that has given us so much over the years.  A generous donation by each family was made to SCNC Rescue to benefit the next dog that needs help.  We feel to be a true steward of the breed we need to not only look to the future, but also give wholly of ourselves, when asked, to those who are in need.
