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SCNC Breeders List Policy Up for Review

As with all actively growing and changing organizations, SCNC’s policies need to be reviewed at regular intervals to make sure they still meet the mission statement and needs of the club.

When people interested in locating a Newfoundland puppy contact SCNC, the current club policy is to refer them to the Newfoundland Club of America’s Breeders List.  Persons on the NCA list are NCA members/breeders who have agreed to abide by the Newfoundland Club of America Ethics Guide. Several SCNC club members have recently expressed concern that the current SCNC Breeders List policy might not serve the best interests of the breed and the buyer, or does not properly represent those SCNC breeders who have, for their own reasons, chosen not to be on the Newfoundland Club of America’s Breeders List.

In an effort to properly research this question, I have written to each NCA Regional Club to request their approach to the policy of a club Breeders List.  The varied responses serve to illustrate that the conflict over what should constitute a regional club’s Breeders List policy is certainly not unique to SCNC!  All responses have been collected, and will be available for the SCNC membership to review at the next membership meeting, May 7th.  

The 2006 SCNC Board of Directors is now soliciting the memberships’ opinions on this issue.
