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Hey, I’ll be the first to admit it.  I need therapy!!

We Newfie people are lucky.  Heck, we don’t need a psychiatrist’s couch.  We have our treasured Newfoundlands to love, hug, and talk to as we face the challenges of day to day living.  Who benefits more when you pet your Newf- the dog?  Or YOU?  Newfoundlands are so very, very wise.  There are several ways that they can provide therapy not only to us, but to others as well.

  One way is by becoming a certified therapy team with your Newfoundland.  On June 4th, at 10:00 a.m. EDT, SCNC will be hosting a Therapy Dogs International/Canine Good Citizen test.  The evaluator is SCNC’s own Julia Roberts.  I’ve been fortunate to have two TDI/CGC Newfs, and I would strongly recommend that you and your Newf enter the test and try the rewarding world of therapy work partnership with your dog.  In this manner, you can share your wonderful Newf with those individuals or groups who are struggling perhaps mentally or physically, and for whom a big Newfie hug and slobbery kiss might be just the thing they need to see their way out of their pain, loneliness or suffering.  

My Landseer Rosie occasionally works with autistic or severely abused children in a lockdown mental health facility.  These children are locked away not because THEY are a danger, but because they are IN danger of harm from the outside world.  What they need more than anything else is something to hug.  Rosie is more than happy to oblige.  Her greatest success came when she got an autistic child to speak not just once, but several times.  The child acted like his speaking was no big deal.  He just wanted to say Rosie’s name, and hug her.  Rosie hugged back.  The human therapists gasped.  “No biggie,” Rosie assured them, with a wag of her tail. 

Sometimes our Newfs can act as therapy to our own club members.  How many of us have lost a beloved Newf, and then ached next time we got the courage up and went to a SCNC function and then saw so many happy members with their own Newfs?  If you know someone who has lost a Newf recently, reach out to them, hug them, and let them hug your Newf.  Your Newf is very wise, will understand, and will know exactly what to do.  Let them do their therapy work.   

On other occasions, our Newfs are the ones themselves that need the therapy.  Please open your hearts, and your homes, to the very needy Newfs that come into our rescue program and need foster care.  THEY need to be loved, hugged, and told that they are treasured.  How many of you have gone through tough times with your Newf being in ill health?  What better time than that to try to pay them back everything they have done for you?  Love them, hug them, read them a story, tell them how much you love them, and be there for them as they have been there for you.  Your love may be just what it takes to bring them back safely from their time of illness.  We owe them that much, do we not?

I had the incredible experience of seeing what therapy work one Newfoundland had accomplished over FIVE generations!  At the 2004 Tree Pull, Rosie was outfitted in a jingle bell harness, hooked to a gorgeous sled made by SCNC member Kelly Davis.  She was the photo opportunity Newf- you know, the Newf that knows how to smile and suck up to the camera!  There was a very long line of people waiting in the cold to pet her. 

I was surprised to see two extremely elderly ladies patiently waiting.  When their time finally came, one of them started crying as she reached towards Rosie.  She held Rosie’s head, rocking Rosie back and forth, with her face buried into Rosie’s face.  Rosie, being very wise, knew what the lady needed.  When the woman finally looked up through her tears, she told me that she had waited all of her life to meet a real Newfoundland.  Her eyes then glowed as she told me her story.  

When her Great-Great-Grandfather was a young child, he had fallen through the ice on the family pond during a winter storm.  The situation looked hopeless.  The family’s Newfoundland then crashed through the cold water, and pulled the boy to safety.  For five generations the family had passed on the heroics and amazing saga of that Newfoundland from so very long ago.

As the woman rocked and hugged Rosie, the brave Newfoundland of the family’s history shone through and lived once again through Rosie’s eyes.  What a noble dog he must have been!

I can imagine that Newfoundland of old sitting around the family fireplace after the drama had unfolded and everyone was warming back up, wagging his tail as if to say, “No biggie!”
